4. ACCOMMODATION 
 
The interior arrangement is made up of an owner suite and two guest cabins forward. 
A third guest cabin is located aft on port side of the main area, the crew cabin is juxtaposed 
to the galley, situated aft on starboard side. 
The saloon and the main area open on to the galley and the chart table, leaving a wide 
uncluttered space. 
The passageway leading to the two cabins forward is organized around the metallic keel case 
and the varnish carbon fibre mast ; 
The owner's cabin with a central king size berth has a private bathroom with a circular 
shower and separated toilets. 
Leather trunks with the name of the yacht engraved on them are layed out along the hull. 
The guest cabins with two single berths have the same interior decoration as the owner's 
cabin. A half-arch covered with Novasuede hides the u-bolt structure. 
A white span made off hand tufted carpet and Novasuede transversally cuts across the 
arrangement of the main area setting off the width and the volume of the boat. 
The cherry woodworks are enhanced by stainless steel with micropellet blasted finish and 
brightened up with English green satin finish leather. 
The dining table and coffee table have glass tops revealing their legs that seem to rise from 
the floor. 
The main area has all the onboard conveniences, a television on an elevator, a home cinema 
system, hi-fi centralized, bar fridge and ice-maker. 
The comfortable companionway while sailing has a very spaced out design enhancing the 
metallic vaulted bulkhead of the aft bathroom.

Zurbagan, won the Superyacht design awards when launched in 2007. Sail 23 - 36 meter 
category. 
 
designed by Gilles Vaton and COUEDEL HUGON DESIGN. 
 
she is an outstanding yacht, laid -out for fast cruising. 
 
The sailboat Zurbagan wears the name of a romantic port, "a place where sailors are heading 
for and where bad things don't happen" imagined by the poet Alexander Grin. 
The yacht Zurbagan expresses purity, sobriety and elegance. 
The exterior design is closely connected to the interior design. With her extra pure lines, a 
form sculpted unashamedly for speed. 
A really low canopy and completely uncluttered deck made for competition and fast cruising 
in total safety and the contemporary interior design offers a very good comfort on board 
Her silium aluminium hull takes its inspiration from the methods adopted on L'Oreal for a 
maximum optimisation of the ratio solidity/performance, with an advanced study of the 
sections with a Computer Assisted Conception. 
Zurbagan is very fast in light weather thanks to her big sail surface and her 40 metre mast. 
On the lifted tack, the yacht has a very good direction stability. 
 
 
This yacht's fittings were designed by Hervé COUEDEL of cabinet CHD in collaboration with 
uneeK for the production of leather trunks and coverings. The skins that were used were 
artificial but were worked using traditional leatherwork techniques. It took 2 years to perfect 
the specific technique that was used to cover the furniture in leather - a technique that called 
on all our leatherwork and upholstery know-how.
